Celebration of Pete Seeger.  
McCutcheon is one of today's 
most prominent and popular “folk 
singers.”  Here, in his 40th album, 
he celebrates the music of the 
late, great Pete Seeger.  Fifteen 
songs include such Seeger 
standards as “Well May the 
World Go,” “If I Had a 
Hammer,” Guantanamera,” 
“Turn, Turn, Turn,” and “Waist 

Deep In the Big Muddy.” Absolutely a must-have, so get

Tom Mindte, Mason Via & Ben Somerville, 409.  The 

number-title “409” appears to 
come from Patuxent Music's 
street address.  Anyway, the 13 
cuts on this new CD are by three 
gifted instrumentalist/vocalist 
musicians.  Mindte, mandolin.  
Via, guitar.  Somerville, bass. 
Their take on Bob Dylan's 
“You're Gonna Make Me 
Lonesome When You Go” is a 
delight, and all the others will 
grab your attention, too.

Larry Stephenson Band, 30.  This new album celebrates 

the 30th anniversary of the 
Larry Stephenson Band, 30 
years as one of the top 
bluegrass bands in the country.  
Thirteen songs, many of them 
authored or co-authored by 
Stephenson himself, make this 
a superior collectin of 
bluegrass tunes. One of his 
song titles is intriguing, “I 
Was Bluegrass (When 

Bluegrass Wasn't Cool).”  Cleverly, the title of the bonus 
track is “Bonus Track,” although the title is actually, “Two 
Ol' Country Boys Like Us,” and it's sung by young Whysper 
Stephenson.  larrystephensonband.com 
Deeper Shade of Blue, Steam.  Deeper Shade of Blue is a 

hot bluegrass band that knows 
how to lay down a bluegrass 
song with an abundance of 
cool.  The twelve songs on 
this album include such 
intriguing titles as “Uncle 
Josh The Dobro King” and 
“Put Some Bluegrass In My 
Ear.”  Seasoned into the mix 
are some gospel tunes, too, 
such as a knock-out rendition 
of “How Great Thou Art” and
