Floating Crowbar, Down the Lane 
Don't look to local Celtic band Floating 
Crowbar for bluegrass music, but do 
look to it for some of the deepest roots 
of bluegrass.  Members James Hunter, 
Morgan Andersen, Don Thomsen, and 
Rick Rubin 
know how to 

wail when it comes to Irish and 
other Celtic music forms.  The 
fourteen numbers of this new CD 
are bound to lead to some furious 
toe-tappin', that's for sure. All the 
tunes are a delight, but you may 
find yourself returning time and 
again to the final song, “Safe 
Home,” for 'tis lovely. (floatingcrowbar.com) 
 
John Bullard, John Bullard Plays 24 Preludes for Solo 

Banjo by Adam Larrabee (Book 
One – Nos. I-VI).    
John Bullard is one of the most 
gifted among those who play 
classical music on the ol' 5-string.  
And Adam Larabee creates 
wonderful classical-style music 
specifically to be played on the 
banjo. Here you get the first six 
of an eventual 24-cut collection. 
Get ready for musical pleasures

Chatham Rabbits, All I Want From You.   

The Chatham Rabbits is Austin 
and Sarah McCombie, and the 
music they play is old-time, 
mostly, singing and playing guitar 
and clawhammer-style banjo, and 
on the new CD you'll hear guests 
contributing fiddle, mandolin and 
bass.  It's a fine and heartfelt 
batch of music that you'll love.

The Po' Ramblin' Boys, Toil, Tears & Trouble.   

The Po' Ramblin' Boys won the 
International Bluegrass Music 
Association's 2018 Emerging 
Artist of the Year award, and this 
is the group's debut recording on 
the Rounder label. Twelve tunes 
fill this album with knock-you-out 
traditional bluegrass music that 
you've probably never heard 
before. You're going to get a kick 
out of what these four young men 

do, and that's a fact. (rounder.com) 
 

Serene Green, Have At It.   
Carrying a name that may amuse 
you, four young 
Pennsylvanians—Quentin 
Fisher, Michael Johnson, Shane 
McGeehan, and Steve 
Leonard—have a deep 
appreciation for down-home, 
straight-ahead bluegrass music, 
but you'll find nothing but great 
original music on this CD.  
Indeed, if you like bluegrass 

you're bound to like the music here. (pxrec.com) 
 
The Mosley Brothers. 

The Mosley Brothers, as such, 
are two members of the band, 
Jacob Mosley (mandolin, vocals) 
and Joey Mosley (guitar, vocals).  
Making it a quartet are Dean 
Phillips (banjo) and Johnny 
Calamari (bass, vocals).  Rooted 
deeply in admiration for the first 
generations of bluegrass 
musicians, these guys bring a 
terrific delight in a new bluegrass 

spirit to all their musical projects. This CD is mighty 
delightful, you bet.  (pxrec.com) 
 
Dervish, The Great Irish Song Book. 

The Irish music you'll hear from 
this CD won't remind you a great 
deal of the music of the local 
group reviewed above which has 
a unique sound of its own.  
Instead, Dervish is a prominent 
six-member Irish band that, to 
quote the publicity sheet, “is one 
of the world's most renowned 
and imaginative interpreters of 
Irish folk music.”  This is one of 

those albums that you'll discover new delights in every time

Justin Hiltner & Jon Weisberger, Watch It Burn. 

Here you go: one of the most 
creative and interesting bluegrass 
music albums to appear in years. 
Justin Hiltner is a young banjoist 
and vocalist, while Jon 
Weisberger is a veteran bassist 
and vocalist, and both have a 
deep respect for traditional 
bluegrass music.  Together they 
wrote all twelve of the songs on 
this CD, and no less than ten 

prominent bluegrass luminaries contributed their talents, 
including Tim O'Brien and Kimber Ludiker.  The liner notes 
include these words: “It's an important project, and 
meaningful in a way that few contemporary albums 
are.”  (robustrecords.com)
